The Planning Commission at its duly held public hearing on

Residential (RS~10) zoned district at Waiakea, South Hilo, Hawaii.

The granting of the proposed use will be consistent with
the general purpose of the zoned district, the intent and
purpese of the Zoning Code, and the County General -Plan. The
establishment of a classroom facility within the Bingle Family
zoned district may be permitted through the granting of a Use .
Permit,. It should be further noted that the goals of the Land
Use element of the General Plan states to "Designate and
allocate land uses in appropriate proportions and in keeping
with the social, cultural, and physical environments of the
County.® It is felt that the granting of the reguest at its
particular location will still maintain the present environment
of this area of the City of Hilo, As stated earlier, since all
essential utilities and services are available to the property,
the granting of this reqguest will be in thée direction of
fulfilling the land use policy of the General Plan which states
to promote and encourage the utilization of urban areas which
are serviced by basic community facilities and utilities,. = _
Finally, the granting of this request would still be. consistent
with one of the purposes of the Zoning Code which ie to promote
health, safety, morals or the general welfare of the community,

The proposed use will not be materially detrimental to the
puplic welfare nor cause zubstantial adverse impact to the
communityts character or o surrounding properties, Wwhile the.
zoning for the property is Single Family Residential, other land
uses in the vicinity include a church, rsal estate offices, and
a wide variety of commercial establishments, WwWhile the '
establishaent of a classroom facility for a varisty of classes

- to pregnant women and thelr partners asg. vwell as nevw parents may
have gome impact on the adjacent residential uses to the east,
south and west, the impacts should bes minimal, The subilect
property consiste of 47,674 square feet of land area which
provides ample space ﬁor all necessary improvemente and a buffer
from surrcunding properties, The existing dwelling is situated
a minimum of 64 feet from any property line, PFurther, the
petitioner plans no struchural changes to the exterior of the
structure and the dwelling will retain its present home-like
appearance.

The granting of the proposed use will not adversely affect
similar or related existing uses within the surrsanﬁing area,
community or region. The Bright Start program is presently
offered in several different locations in Hilo., These _
facilities are not necegsarily designed to accommodate the type
of clisntele participating in the Bright Start programs.
Furthermore, the scheduling of classes npust be planned around
‘the schédules of other competing uses, Having Bright Start.
conducted in one csntral location will enable the program to
accomnodate more families and meet the increasing need in Hilwo
for this type of program. The petitioner alsoc intends to make
the subject Facility available fo other community groups
addressing the needs of new families which are currently facing
similar logistical problems. As such, approval of the subject
request will also be a benefit to other similar or related uses
in the community.

The granting of the proposed use will not unreasonably
burden public agencies to provide roads and streets, sevwer,
water, drainage, schools, police and fire protection and other
raelated infrastructure, The property 1s provided with all
esgential utilities and services, While traffic in this area
will increase, it is expected to be guite negligible, The
saction of Kilauea Avenue fronting the property has a
right-of-way width of sixty feet and is fully 1m§rsved with
curbs, gutters and sidewalks. Water, as well as fire hydrants
are available to service the yrﬁgaﬁ%3 1t should be further
‘noted that none of the cooperating &g%nciﬁﬁ had any obiections
o the zubiect request,
