have any major physical, or cultural or sccial impacts on this
aArea.

Ihe proposed use wiil not be materially detrimental to the
public welfaie nor cause substantial adverse impact to the
comnmunity's character or to surrounding properties, As stated
previously, the proposal is to demolish the existing structuies
in order to accommedate the development of & new church buillding
approximately 3,720 sguare feet in size, As such, the poysical
scale, siting, and size of the proposed church will not dominate
or overwhelin the property or create any negative physical
impacts to the surrounding properties. While the establishment
of the church may have some impact on the adjacent residential
lands, the impacts shbould be minimal considering the size and
scale of development and the size of the property to provide
adequate purfers between the adjecent properties,

The granting of the proposed use will not adversely affect
similar or related existing uses within the surrounding area,
community or region. Approval of the subject reguest would
énaple the petitioner to improve this type of service to the
community. The new facility would Le tailored to the individual
needs Of the Balvation Army ss well as sccommodating and :
providing thelr services to the community.

The granting of the proposed use will not unreascvhnably
burden public agencies to provide roads and streets, sewer,
water, drainage, schools, police and fire protection and other
related inirastiucture. The property is provided with all
eszsential utilities and gervices. This sectiovn of Kinoole
Street is a S0-foot wide right-cf-way with a 20-foot wide
pavement and sS—-rfoot wide sidewalk on the west side of the
street,. As such, while btraffic in the area may increase
siightly, it is expected to be guite negligible. Additionally,

The Planning Commission at its duly held meeting on October 11, 1995, voted to revoke Use
Permit No. 34 issued to The Salvation Army which allowed the establishment of a Salvation
Army church and community center for religious, neighborhood social and recreational services
for youth within the Single Family Residential (RS-10) zoned district. The property is located on
the west side of Kinoole Street, approximately 470 feet north from its intersection with Puainako
Street in Waiakea Homestead House Lots Subdivision, Waiakea, South Hilo, Hawaii.

Revocation of Use Permit No. 34 is based on the fact that the applicant has not complied with
Condition No. 4 of the permit which required the submittal of consolidation maps. Furthermore,
