Housing Complex Renovations project for unforeseen construction expenses.

Transferred $19,246.00 of 2022 uncommitted program income funds to the 2022 Mental Health 
Kokua Kona Residential Housing Renovations project for flood damage repairs. Transferred 
$81,678.93 from 2020 and 2021 uncommitted program income funds to the 2022 Mental Health 
Kokua Hilo Residential Housing Complex Renovations project for additional construction 
expenses.

Transferred $31,250.28 of unobligated PY23 funds and $23,719.31 of 2020 uncommitted 
program income funds to the 2024 Arc of Hilo – Equipment Acquisition for Laundry Program for 
Adults with Disabilities project. Transferred $13,751.00 from the 2023 Kaʻū and Puna Volunteer 
Fire Station Brush Truck Acquisition project to the 2024 Puna Volunteer Station Brush Truck 
Acquisition project. 
 
2024 ACTION PLAN 
Transferred $31,250.28 from unobligated PY23 funds and $23,719.31 from 2020 uncommitted 
program income funds to the 2024 Arc of Hilo Equipment Acquisition for Laundry Program for 
Adults with Disabilities project. Transferred $13,751.00 from the 2023 Kaʻū and Puna Volunteer 
Fire Station Brush Truck Acquisition project to the 2024 Puna Volunteer Station Brush Truck
