CHARTER AMENDMENT NO. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE COUNTY OF HAWAI‘I:
Section 1.
Article VI, chapter 10, section 6-10.3, Hawai‘i County Charter, is amended to read as follows:
“Section 6-10.3.  

The director of environmental management shall be appointed by the mayor, confirmed by the council, and may be removed by the mayor.  The director shall have had a minimum of five years’ administrative experience in a related field[.] and an engineering degree or a degree in a related field.”
Section 2.
Charter material to be repealed is bracketed and stricken through.  New charter material is underscored. When revising, compiling, or printing these charter provisions for inclusion in the Charter of the County of Hawai‘i (2010), the revisor need not include the brackets, bracketed and stricken material, or underscoring.
Section 3.
The revisor of the charter shall renumber charter article, chapter, and section numbers and any cross references thereto pursuant to amendments approved by the electorate that displace existing or newly-enacted charter provisions.

Section 4.
This amendment shall take effect upon approval by the electorate.
